Crater FFA Alumni Meeting Minutes Feb. 5, 2013
Meeting opened 6:43 PM. 19 members and guests present. Snacks served. President Lynn Gladman passed around signups for Alumni Auction dessert donations and judges for Westside Invitational Speaking Contest.

Treasurer’s Report by Dave Rassmussen: Ending Balance as of 2/5/13 - $21,717.11. Summarized the first 6 months of the fiscal year. Debits: $1,207.78 for 5 misc. items; $480.00 for supplies and materials for computer table (out of $2,000 budgeted for advisor projects); $481.00 Crater Foundation Goat Cart donation; $499.69 for supplies for Jackson County Stockmen’s Assoc. dinner fundraiser; three scholarships totaling $2050.00 ($2500 allocated); $507.28 Chapter Spaghetti Dinner expenses; $2501.00 WLC scholarships (Lynn later clarified that this was actually National Convention expenses). Deposits: $1,121.00 for Jackson County Stockman’s Dinner ($621.31 profit); $10,342.30 from Christmas Tree Sales. Dave reported $5652.35 in outflow, $4689.95 net, and a total net cash flow of -$1,915.00.

Lynn discussed the process for chapter members to get their State Degrees. Crater had seven candidates who will receive their State Degrees this year. They all reportedly did an excellent job with their presentations. 

Lynn announced the District Leadership contest to be held in Klamath Falls Feb. 21st. Top two students in each contest advance to sectionals, and the top two students from that contest advance to the state competition.

Lynn advised the group that a potential fundraiser could be held during the Central Point Community Garage Sale, May 4th but this date conflicts with the SOJC jackpot.

Advisor Jim Miller announced that Chapter dues need to be paid. Explained about National FFA scholarship applications. Beef Weigh-In Feb. 16th at 8 AM. FFA week Feb. 18 – 25. FFA food baskets being assembled and include 30 lbs of pork and a box of provisions. Asking Crater principals for families in need of baskets. Officers will deliver. Les Schwab trying to raise 50,000 lbs of food for FFA food drive statewide, with all food gathered by the stores staying in their area. What is chapter goal? Central Les Schwab is affiliated with Crater FFA Alumni auction coming along. Mentioned some great donations, but we are only halfway to goal of 100 silent auction items. Thursday and Friday after school officers will visit buyers from last year. 

Lynn told about plans for a Pancake Breakfast to be served Friday of FFA week, with attendees bringing in canned food. Discussed inviting the entire school and planning to serve 300. Moved and seconded to spend $50 on supplies. (Pancake mix, juice, syrup, margarine). 

Deb Brown reported that the WLC committee interviewed 3 great applicants. Ellie Putman was selected to receive the Alumni WLC scholarship.

Lynn asked for more donations of baskets for the upcoming Alumni auction. Showed example.

Deb Brown reported on the Rogue River FFA Auction. Some Crater alumni attended and bought a handyman drill kit for $75.00 and some other items for $20 more. The intent is to dress them up and add to our auction. Cari Brotherton moved, alumni seconded, to pay for these items.  Auction Committee will meet at Wild River Brewery Thursday at 6:30 PM.
